	 •	�Papers that comply with the journal’s editorial guidelines

What are the key dates?
	 •	�The paper must be submitted on or before 4 November 2022, 

accompanied by proof of enrolment in a Master’s or PhD programme,  
or of PhD completion

	 •	Shortlist selection: December 2022

	 •	Accelerated publication 
	 •	1,000 euros (to be shared if there are several co-authors)
